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Grade Classifications

Grade classification is based on units earned, not years of attendance in
high school.

A Students entering year one of high school for the first time will be
classified as freshmen regardless of units earned prior to their first year in high
school. Students are promoted to the next level of classification or retained in
their current classification based on the following criteria:

A To be classified as a sophomore, typically the second year of high
school, a student must have a minimum of 6 units of credit with at least 1 credit
in English, 1 in Math, and 4 additional credits.

A To be classified a junior, typically the third year of high school, a student
must have earned a minimum of 12 units, including 2 units of English, 2 units of
Math, 1 unit of Science, and 1 unit of Social Studies.

A To be classified as a senior, typically the fourth year of high school, a
student must have earned a total of 16 units of credit and have received 3 units
in English, 3 units in Math, 2 units in Science and 2 units in Social Studies, 1
unit in PE/JJROTC, 1 in fine arts and 1 year in a Foreign Language.

COURSE LEVELS

Academic courses are awvailable on several ability/performmance levels to mest the waried learning, post-secc
education and career needs of students:

CP — College Preparatory: College Prep courses are designed to prepare students for post-secondary studies in trad
academic programs. These courses place emphasis on theory, reading, research, problem solving and academic writing skill
college preparatory level of rigor is expected of those students who plan to seek a four-year degree.

Honmors: Honors courses are intended for students in grades 9 and 10 exhibiting superior abilities in the course content are;
homors curriculum will build on the knowledge and skills of the college preparatory level with added emphasis on critic
analytical thinking, ratiomal decision-making, and inductive and deductive reasconing beyond that expected at the
preparatory level. Honmors courses are not intended to encourage a student to graduate sarly, but are designed to stret
student's academic knowledge and =skills at the high school level.

School districts may designate honors courses and give the assigned Uniform Grading System weighting of additic
guality points under the following conditions:

- An honors cowrse must have a published syllabus that verifies rigor that is sufficiently beyond the colleg:
reqguirements.

- Textbooks and/or other course materials must be differentiated and more rigorous than those used in c
prep and tech prep courses.

- Honors courses may be offered in English, Math, Science, and Social Studies. Additional honors courses m
designated in other content areas where students are sarning their 3™ or 4™ or higher Carmegie unit
content area provided the standards listed abowe are met an Advanced Placement of International Baccalan
courses are mot offered in grade 11 or 12.

Tramscripts will reflect honors designmation for any honors courses taken.
These courses are offered to students who intend to participate in the Intermational Baccalaursate Program
Advanced Placement-College Board Courses in the 11" and 12 grade years.
